The miniature shrine with double doors that houses Jinja Daioh is shaped like a palace and is
itself designated as a cultural asset. Enshrined within is an object speculated to daté back to the
Kamakura period and is one of the most private medieval carvings from the Kanto region, seldom
being taken out for public view.
