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@Jinja Daioh-do AR
Jinja Daiohdo is a unique Shinto shrine located on Buddhist grounds and consecrates Jinja Daioh, a god
of water. Jinja Daioh appears in the love story that goes back o e origins of Jindaiji. This god
brought together two star-crossed lovers. Jinja Daioh also fantously appears in the Chinese classic
“Journey to the West," giving strength to Xuanzang when he departed for India to learn the Buddhist
ways. The mindature shrine with double doors that houses Jinja Daioh s shaped like a palace and is
itself designated as a cultural asset. Enshrined within is an object speculated to date back to the
Kamakura period and i one o the most private medieval carvings from the Kanto region.seldom

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@Jindaiji Castle Ruins
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Ruins of the castle constructed by the Ogigayatsu-Uesugi clan during the Sengoku
Period (Period of Warring States). Although a deserted castle, it was designated as a
% national historical site in 2007 because of its values in understanding the “sengoku
daimyo” (feudal lords during the Sengoku Period) as well as the history of castles in
Ic&D  the Kanto region. The ruins are situated in an urban neighborhood, et the remains
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such as “koshiguruwa” (compound bounded by earthworks), “dorui” (earthwork 36 , 3K . b Ji2aH58 t
fortification), and “karabori” (dry moat) are kept in good shape.
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
